BUSING ON THE LOOKOUT (BOTL)

Traffickers recruit victims out of bus terminals 
and use buses to transport victims.

Bus drivers and station employees:
• Are the eyes and ears at terminals and 

on the road 
• Intersect with victims at terminals, 

rest areas or gas stations, on streets, 
and as passengers

• Created: Industry specific training materials 
• Goal: All in the bus industry are trained and have 

wallet cards
